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The New York State Code of Ethics & DMNA Regulation 56-1:
Restrictions on the use of Military Property

violation of the ethical rules that apply to us as mem-
bers of the New York Naval Militia (NYNM) can lead
to complaints from citizens who perceive an ethical vio-
lation. This article will focus the use of NYNM property.

The New York State Joint Commission on Public Ethics
(Joint Commission) has an easy-to-use website that con-
tains the ethical rules as well as opinions that provide
case-specific examples of the rules’ applications. The
website is at: http://www.jcope.ny.gov/

Section 74 of the New York State Executive Law provides
in subdivisions (d) and (h) that,

(d) No officer or employee of a state agency, member of
the legislature or legislative employee should use or at-
tempt to use his or her official position to secure unwar-
rant-ed privileges or exemptions for himself or herself
or others, including but not limited to, the misappro-
priation to himself, herself or to others of the property,
services or other resources of the state for private busi-
ness or other purposes. . ..

(h) An officer or employee of a state agency, member of
the legislature or legislative employee should endeavor
to pursue a course of conduct which will not raise suspi-
cion among the public that he is likely to be engaged in
acts that are in violation of his trust.

As an example, the use of a NYNM vehicle, or Thruway
or Bridge passes, for personal errands violates both
of these subdivisions. The New York Attorney General
pointed out in an opinion evaluating this section that “a
public official must not only be innocent of any wrong-
doing, but he must be alert at all times so that his acts
and conduct give the public no cause for suspicion. He
must give no appearance of a potential conflict between
his official duties and personal activities even though an
actual conflict is not present.” 1979 N.Y. Op. Att’y Gen.
66 (1979). In that 1979 opinion, the Attorney General
concluded that even though the state official who wrote
to him for advice was not committing any actual viola-
tion of the rules, her proposed action would violate sec-
tion 74(h) (the appearance of a violation) and was, there-
fore, prohibited. Additional guidance can be found in the
Joint Commission’s Advisory Opinion 07-03, which dealt
with the use of state aircraft. Included in that opinion is
this admonition: “State supplies, equipment, personnel
and other resources must be used only for government
purposes and not for private gain or partisan politics.”

In addition to State law, the Division of Military and

Naval Affairs (DMNA) has a regulation, 56-1, entitled
Fleet Vehicle Operation. That regulation contains the
following restriction: “Vehicles funded through a NYS
resource are for ‘FOR OFFICIAL USE ONLY’ and will not
be used for private business, personal errands, recre-
ation, and domicile to duty.” New York’s Military Code
makes it a court-martial offense for a NYNM member to
violate a lawful regulation. N.Y. Military Law § 130.88.

When acting in your capacity as a NYNM member, es-
pecially when you have custody of NYNM property, you
must avoid even the appearance that you are violating
the ethical rules. Additionally, remember that you are
governed by general regulations in force as well. Exam-
ine your action from the point of view of an uninformed
member of the public and ask yourself whether your
intended act would give even the appearance of using
military property for personal gain. If in doubt, make an
inquiry up the chain of command before you undertake
the action that may result in a violation and disciplinary
action.

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Wearing the NY Naval Militia Uniform

Greetings from your new Executive Officer and Chief
of Staff: | want to emphasize that | have not seen
any instances of New York Naval Militia personnel wear-
ing our uniform improperly. However, | want to stress
that we have to be ever vigilant in our wearing of our
uniform.

“At no time shall the uniform of the New York Naval Mili-
tia be worn by any person unless acting in an official ca-
pacity of the organization.” NYNM Instruction 1001.1A
(17 Feb 2012)

We must be conscious that when we wear our New York
Naval Militia uniform, the citizens of New York see a rep-
resentative of the State Defense Forces and the Governor
of New York State.

“Members may participate in uniform in ceremo-
nial events at or sponsored by religious institutions,
political parties, or private corporations as long as
such representation does not endorse, or appear to
endorse such entities.” NYNM Instruction 1001.1A (17
Feb 2012)

As you can see our NYNM Administration Instruction al-
lows us to go to ceremonial functions in uniform... How-
ever, our other instructions and the Division of Military
and Naval Affairs (DMNA) regulations provide that when-
ever we are in uniform we must have supporting orders/
authorization to be representing the State of New York.

These two sentences are not in conflict but rather they
support each other, a NYNM member may go to a cere-
monial event but first must get official corroboration
that they do so in an official capacity.

There are two ways Naval Militia members can receive
confirmation that they are acting in an official capacity:
1) be ordered to State Active Duty (SAD) (paid or non-
pay); or 2) be ordered to temporary duty for training
by written order or in a Letter of Instruction (LOI) for
an event on the Annual Training Plan. Note: DMNA
regulations state that NYNM members attending
ceremonial events must have SAD orders. Contact me
at david.h.hawley1l.nfg@mail. mil or 518-786-4584 to
request either of these two orders or for clarification
on what constitutes a need for one of these orders.
Remember all members must have an annual physical
exam on file to be eligible for SAD.

The bottom line for all New York Naval Militia members
is this: do not decide on your own that an event warrants
putting on the uniform of the New York State Defense
Forces and representing the Governor of New York. Wear
your uniform proudly when you are tasked with the op-
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portunity to represent our New York Naval Militia in an
Official Capacity.
